RPA at 9:30pm secured timeslot wins for people 25-54, 18-49 and Total People. RPA was a Top Ten 
performer in Adelaide for people 25-54, 16-39, 18-49 and Total People.  A strong peak audience of 190,203 
with an average of 144,494 total viewers was achieved last night. 
 
Nine News with Michael Smyth and Kate Collins attracted 135,437 total viewers with a peak of 149,201.  
 
A Current Affair was a Top Ten winner for people 25-54, 16-39, 18-49 and Total People with an average 
audience of 134,000 total viewers. Across the 5 City Metro, A Current Affair was the most watched news 
program in its timeslot for people 25-54, 18-49 and 16-39.
